Suggested Criteria for Consistency in Woodturning Contest Judging
Each of the below attributes should be judged on a scale of 1 to 10, with 10 being the highest.
Rating each piece on its own merits, rather than comparing “apples and oranges” can help refine your eye to what makes the difference between a “good” and a truly “great” piece of work.  

These guidelines may also help to guide your inner eye toward the finer points of an honest critique, and aid in the development and emergence of your own personal style in your future creations.

1) Difficulty / Technical Skill / Craftsmanship
Includes: 
Simplicity or Complexity of design

Mixture of materials

Execution of sharp details and flowing curves

Consistency/Adjustment of thickness throughout piece

2) Finish /Techniques 

Includes:
Absence of sanding marks

Type and application of finish

Visibility of grain

Quality of coloring technique

3) Design Proportion / Treatment of Transitions
Includes:
Compatibility of curves, lines, and breaks as a whole

Overall effectiveness of design to use & purpose of the piece

Pleasure to your eye 

 
Ask yourself  “Would I want to own this piece?”

4) Weight Expectations /Intentional or Unintentional Warpage
Does appearance of the form match the lightness/heaviness of the piece?

Total your points for each “top runner” to find the overall best, and a better understanding of your reasons for your choice!
